LITTLE ROCK – February 2, 2013 – The Arkansas Scholarship Lottery 
announced Saturday night that a player who bought a $1 Natural State 
Jackpot ticket at Cushman Country Store in Batesville has won the 
$155,000 prize.   The winner’s name will not be known until the prize is 
claimed at an ASL Claim Center in Jonesboro, Little Rock, Springdale or 
Camden.  
 

The Arkansas jackpot game kicked off August 27, 2012, and the jackpot 
has been won 8 times:  $210,000 on January 2; $80,000 on November 19; 
$95,000 on November 5; $35,000 on October 18; $55,000 on October 15; 
$120,000 on October 5; and $100,000 on September 13: and $155,000 
Saturday night.  The jackpot starts over at $25,000 on Monday, growing 
by $5,000 every day until it is won again.  
  
Add a Natural State Jackpot $1 ticket when you buy your lottery tickets 
today.  The Natural State Jackpot is sold exclusively in Arkansas, with 
good odds of winning.
